1. Interested veterans of ali the different Armed forces must have fought in at least one of the 4
main campaigns of the Liberation of France: Normandy, Provence, Ardennes or Northem 
France. Actions having taken place in Belgium, Germany, Italy or any other neighboring 
European countries are not taken into consideration. 

2. Interested veterans must provide a file with the documents below:

_ _  The application form "Proposal Memory" (below) completed in block 
letters and  printed legibly. 

_ _  A copy ( do not send originals) of the front and back of the Honorable 
Discharge, military separation order or DD Form-214 

_ _  Citations for previous military awards such as the Silver Medal, the Bronze 
Medal, the Purple Heart Medal or higher distinctions, indicating meritorious 
actions during combat operations. 

_ _  Military records mentioning their mission(s) on the French soil before May 
8th, 1945 

_ _  A small paragraph explaining their mission(s) on the French soil before 
May 8th, 1945 

_ _  An copy of their ID ( and an authentication of name change if  applicable ). 

3. The decision to honor WWII Veterans applies only to living veterans who served on French 
Territory and in French territorial waters and airspace in 1944-1945. The Legion d'Honneur 
will not be awarded posthumously.

If the file meets the criteria, it is sent to The Legion of Honor committee in Paris, through the 
French Embassy in Washington and the French Foreign Affairs ministry. The Legion of Honor 
committee approves or rejects the candidate presented after appropriate review of his file. Please 
note that other than receiving an acknowledgement of your records submittal, you will not receive 
further word unless you are ultimately selected for the honor. This process can take severa} months.
